On 01.05.2011 plaintiff 'A’ filed a suit for specific performance of an agrecment dated
30.04.2002 against ‘B’ conceming sale of a plot situated at Civil Lines, Bikaner, which was
already in possession of the plaintiff as tenant.

being unregistered is inadmissible in evidence. It was also claimed that as defendant's
daughter was 1o get married and as he was in dire need of funds, the agreement was entered

into for a paltry sum. It was prayed that the suit be dismissed.
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
