Police starts
investigation on the report of Vikram Soni, the owner of Vikram Jewelers; obtains
Footage of CCTV installed at the show room, from the owner and pursuant to
informations given by the four miscreants in police custody, jewelry taken away from
Vikram Jewelers was recovered from their houses.

After completion of investigation, four miscreants are prosecuted for main
offence and Ramlal & Ravi are prosecuted to active role to aid the above offence.

During trial, prosecution gets examined Vikram Soni to prove the facts as to
the CCTV Footage, deactivation of the computer system and identification of jewelry
etc. Besides, independent witnesses of seizure of jewelry, investigating officer and
other important witnesses are also examined. All the witnesses support the
prosecution story.

During examination of accused by court, all the four miscreants stated the case
as false. Whereas, accused Ramlal and Ravi stated to commit the alleged act without
any intention, due to fear of death. No witness is produced by any of the accused, in
their defence.
