“The Constituent Assembly which was charged with the task of preparing a
Constitution for India consisted of great political leaders like Pandit Jawaharial
Nehru, Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel, Maulana Abdul Kalam Azad, Babu Rajendra
Prasad, C. Rajagopalachari, eminent jurists like Alladi Krishnaswamy lyer, great
statesmen like Gopalaswamy lyengar, wise philosophers and economists, and
many other political leaders of all hues who had made great sacrifices during the
struggle for independence. The Constitution Bill as originally concelved by the
principal architect, B.N. Rau, §truct'iii'ed by the drafting committee, steered
through by a steering cemmittee, was piloted in the Constituent Assembly by
B.R.Ambedlurs .. "7

The Constituent Assembly consisting of prominent political leaders,
eminent statesmen and lawyers, philosophers, scientists, educationists,
Congressmen, communists, socialists, industrialists, trade unionists, and persons
representing different economic and political philosoptiles, persons of all faiths,
Hindus, Muslims, Christians, Parsis, atheists, and persons belonging to different
social groups, upper. classes, middle classes, backward classes, Scheduled
Castes, and Scheduled Tribes joined together, discussed, deliberated, and finally
decided unanimously to prodice: the Constitution of India. An intensive study of
the debates of the Constituent Assembly will at once reveal the depth of the
consideration which every clause of the Constitution has received from the
members. Obviously, this was not a Constitution meant to be interfered with at
the will of the Parliament. Sure, there was a provision for an amending process.
_Afew doors could be opened here and 2 few windows could be opened there to
let in fresh air and light, a few windows could be closed here and a few doors
could be closed there to shut out bad odours and disturbing lights; but the
structural foundation of the Constitution was not meant to be tampered with in
any manner.

“This significant and potent jurisdiction is exercised by the issue of what
have come to be known as high prerogative writs. Broadly speaking the purpose
of issuing various writs, as Blackstone succinctly put it in his Commentaries, is to
keep all jurisdictions within the bounds of their authority, to direct and ensure
performance of their duty by various authorities and to protect the liberty of the
people. It is needless to say that a modern system of judicial reviews requires
not only principles to set the boundaries of lawful official action, but also to
secure their effective implementation by means of adequate procedures and
remedies.

A writ is understood as a judicial instrument by which the court
commands some act to be done or forborne. Under the traditional English Law
there are two types of writs-judicial writs such as writ of summons, writ of
motion etc. which are writs of right and issued as a matter of course; and
substantive writs which are often called “High Prerogative Writs” - such as a writ
of habeas corpus, mandamus, prohibition, quo warranto and certiorari.
Traditionally these are discretionary and not as @ matter of right. Dicey describes
them as the bulwark of English liberty-individual rights are safequarded even
without the declaration that they are fundamental. https://www.pygonline.com

It is extremely important that the Constitution apart from conferring
fundamental rights has provided a special machinery for the enforcement of
those rights- that is Article 32 of the Constitution which empowers the Supreme
Court to issue various writs for the protection and enforcement of fundamental
rights. And the right to move the Supreme Court under Article 32 is itself a
fundamental right- which Dr Ambedkar called the heart and soul of the
Constitution. The importance of machinery for enforcement can be best gathered
from what Prof. Atiyah said:

Rights and duties after all may exist on paper, but those who are
unimpressed by pieces of paper may still have a healthy respect for threats of
imprisonment. An independent judiciary and a judiciary with the power to issue
practical orders, was far more important than any number of grand declarations

about Rights of Man.

Article 226 confers similar powers on the High Court for that and for
any other purpose.
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It is the Superior courts’ function and duty to uphold constitutional
values and enforce constitutional limitations, especially the protection of
fundamental rights. The Supreme Court has the special responsibility conferred
by Article 32. It is constituted “the sentinel on the qui vive.” Articles 32 and 226
empower the Supreme Court and the High Courts to issue writs in the nature of
these prerogative writs- the Supreme Court for the enforcement of the
fundamental rights conferred by Part III and the High Courts for such and any
other purpose. B.K. Mukherjea ) with his characteristic perceptiveness realised
almost at the inception of the Constitution that the common law was constantly
adapting itself to new situations and at times rediscovering powers which remain
unused and sald that because of the express provisions of the constitution we
need not now look back to the early history or procedural technicalities of the
writs. The jurisdiction is much wider. It has been highlighted that the phrase “in
the nature of"is not the same as "of the nature of”. The former emphasises the
essentlal nature and the latter is content with mere similarity. We thus see the
importance of the writs and the exercise of the writ jurisdiction. .
