“Law is the frame of civilisation. That the Rule of Law should prevail
everywhere is now axiomatic. In our country, which has different faiths and
diverse social systems, Law has given us a new approach to the changing ways
of life. Law has become a rational system in a society still wedded to archaic or
conservative ideas, changeable to meet the changing needs, particularly in
economic and social matters. For more than a century law has proved that it can
be strong engine for bringing about changes, even of a far-reach character. One
of the noblest provisions in our Constitution is the one for the abolition of
untouchability, included as one of the Fundamental Rights in the Constitution.

Our legal system, therefore, in a sense is a composite one. We have
codified our statutory laws, largely derived in their juristic conception from the
West, and adopted them to meet our changing needs. The other is the Personal
Law, represented through religion, custom, usage and local tradition. On the
High Court will fall a very great responsibility to apply both the statutory and
customary laws. The range of the former will naturally be widened on account of
the important constitutional changes, which have taken place in Rajasthan. The
application of both these will Inevitably require knowledge understanding and a
sympathy with the type of society which has existed for centuries in Rajasthan
and which has not been modified to the same extent as in other parts of India.

The broadening of the basis of freedom and the rapid democratisation of
the administration place another heavy responsibility on our High Court. The
rights guaranteed to the citizen by the State can only be upheld by the Judges of
the land. The only bullwork against unconstitutional or arbitrary encroachment of
the citizen’s liberty in the Judiciary. The new Constitution confers on the citizens,
throughout India certain fundamental rights. The custodians and guarantors of
those rights will be our judges. This is a new responsibility as well as a great
privilege being conferred on our Judiciary. The enhancement of the prestige of
the Judiciary in the eyes of the people will depend largely on the manner in
which the responsibility is discharged to the satisfaction, and in the interests of

the citizens of the country.”

“"Whilst High Court of Madhya Pradesh (Mr Justice Sheth), set aside the
reasoning of the District Judge who had relied on the doctrine of inherent
powers, it held that the Court was not powerless because of want of a statutory
provision to award interim damages in a suit for tort. The Judge traced this
power not to the inherent powers of the court but to the common law, and he
rationalised and upheid the ultimate order of the District Judge whilst disagreeing
with his reasoning. He said that the law of tort was and is part of the common
law of India adopted and adapted from the common law of England.

The judgment of Justice Sheth constitutes the only precedent in India for
grant of interim relief in a suit for damages for tort. It also underscores the need
for judges to avoid literal and parochial approaches to interpret the law, when
justice would be better served by bringing to bear larger humane sensitivities to
their tasks. As the American philosopher Martha C. Nussbaum has said: ‘Judges
must educate not only their technical capacities but aiso their capacity for
humanity’.”

“What emerges Is that in a limited government under a written constitution
all organs of the State are creatures of the Constitution and have to act and
function under the Constitution and in consonance therewith. What is, therefore,
supreme is the Constitution and what obtains is constitutional supremacy, the
judiciary having the last word in the interpretation of the Constitution. Judicial
supremacy is really a euphemism for constitutional supremacy or the supremacy
of the Constitution with the judiciary - constituted as its monitor, defender and
protector. And what is the sanction to keep the judiciary also within the bounds
of its powers? It is, in a large measure, the judges’ own sénse of self-restraint.

There is no assurance that judges will interpret the mores of their day
more wisely and truly than other men. But the power must be lodged
somewhere; it has been lodged in the judges and if they have to fulfill their
function as judges, it could hardly be lodged elsewhere. As Lord Denning said,
"someone has to be trusted, let it be the judges”.
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As Frankfurter ] observed, “Our system is built on the faith that men set
apart for this special function, freed from the influences of immediacy and from
. the deflections of worldly ambition will be able to take a view of the longer range
than the period of responsibility entrusted.to the legislatures.” And as learned
Hand ] said, pointing to the shelves of his law library, "To whom am i
responsible? To those books about us. That's to whom I am responsible.”

The reality is that the Constitution contains a melange of powers. No single
institution is even remotely supreme. It is as it should be and will probably
always be so. Some struggle and tension do occasionally arise. Reciprocal
influence is a continuing process.

In the field of constitutional law the delicate balance between the various
institutions whose sound and lasting quality Dicey in The Law of the Constitution
likened to the work of bees when constructing a honeycomb is maintained to a
large degree by the mutual respect which each institution has for the other. In
British Railways Board v. Pickin, Lord Reid observed that for a century or more
both Parliament and the courts have been careful to act so as not to cause
conflict between them. This is as much a prescription for the future as it was for
the past.

This Is the profound truth and is equally relevant in India too!”
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
