(1) Mahesh, who is addicted to opium and is also used to commit minor thefts, at 6:00
PM on 10.10.2018, tried to take away the motorcycle of Kishore, which was parked in front
of his house situated at Ganpati Nagar, Jodhpur. Upon hearing the sound of motorcycle,
Kishore tried to prevent him from taking his motorcycle away. In order to catch hold of him,
Kishore armed with ‘lathi’ ran behind him, raising the sound ‘chor-chor and inflicted a ‘lathi
blow at his back, as a result of which Mahesh lost his balance and fell on the ground with the
motorcycle. On hearing hue and cry, the residents of locality, who were all fed up with
frequent incidents of thefts, came there and they started beating Mahesh, as a result of
which he sustained multiple injuries. Someone informed the police control room so the police
also arrived at the place of occurrence. The police removed Mahesh to hospital in injured
condition. Mahesh succumbed to his injuries during treatment. On the first information
lodged by Ganesh, the brother of Mahesh, the police commenced investigation and
thereafter filed charge-sheet against five accused for offence under Section 302 of the
indian Penal Code.

During the trial, statement of the doctor, who conducted the postmortem on the

body of Mahesh, was recorded as a prosecution witness. The doctor, in his statement,
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opined that Mahesh died due to internal injuries sustained by blunt weapons, leading to
excessive bleeding and resultant shock. The Investigating Officer proved the arrest of the
accused and on the basis of the information given by them recovery of lathis' used in the
incident. No other cause could be established for the death of Mahesh even from the
postmortem report. The police officials, who took Mahesh to the hospital, when produced as
prosecution witnesses, deposed that Mahesh was subjected to beating by the accused while
he lay on the ground, with ‘lathis’ and 'dandas’. No witness was produced by the accused in
defence. However, they took the defence that they acted in exercise of their right of private
defence to property and that they did not have any intention to cause any murder. Their
defence was also that the injuries sustained by Mahesh were not sufficient in the ordinary
course of nature to cause his death. Mahesh died only because he could not get timely
treatment.

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(1)) On 22.08.2018, Vinesh, who was a habitual drinker, demanded Rs.500/- for liquor
from Ram Prasad while he was going to hospital in vilage Rampura at 10:00 AM. Ram
Prasad used to donate money to people but he refused to give money to Vinesh saying that
he would not give money for such a sin. Vinesh got annoyed by refusal and intlicted a blow
with sharp edged knife upon Ram Prasad. Ram Prasad stopped the blow by his right hand
and it caused excessive and profuse bleeding in his hand. Vinesh ran away from there but
some persons came there hearing the cries of Ram Prasad and put him in an ambulance
but he could not reach hospital as tyre of ambulance got punctured on the way. Ram Prasad
died because of heavy and excessive bleeding. An FIR was lodged by driver of the
ambulance and a charge-sheet was filed after investigation against Vinesh for the offence
punishable under Section 302 Indian Penal Code.

The doctor, who conducted autopsy, deposed in the court that death of Ram
Prasad was caused due to shock occurring because of excessive bleeding by injury caused
on his right hand. Investigating Officer gave evidence of recovery of knite on disclosure
made by Ram Prasad. In FSL report the blood group found on knife was same as that of
Ram Prasad. The persons taking Ram Prasad in ambulance also deposed that they were
told by deceased that Vinesh demanded money from him and inflicted a blow of knife on
refusal.

Vinesh took the plea of innocence while examined under Section 313 of the Code

of Criminal Procedure. it was also argued by the defense that Ram Prasad gave grave
provocation to Vinesh saying him drinker and Vinesh had no intention to cause the death of
Ram Prasad and his death was not caused by injury inflicted, rather it was caused because
he could not get medical aid timely.
