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If a criminal court is to be an effective instrument in dispensing justice, the presiding
judge must cease to be a spectator and a mere recording machine by becoming a
participant in the trial evincing intelligence, active interest and elicit all relevant
materials necessary for reaching the correct conclusion, to find out the truth, and
administer justice with fairness and impartiality both the parties and to the
community it serves. Courts administering criminal justice cannot turn a blind eye to
vexatious or oppressive conduct that has occurred in relation to proceedings, even if
a fair trial 1s still possible, except at the risk of undermining the fair name and
standing of judges as impartial and independent adjudicators. The courts are
expected to perfarm their duties and functions effectively and true to the spirit with
which the court are sacredly entrusted with the dignity and authority and an alert
judge actively participating in court proceedings with a firm grip on oars enables the

The presiding officers of court have to monitor the proceedings in aid of justice in a
manner that something which is not relevant, is not unnecessarily brought into
record. Even if the prosecutor is remiss in some ways, it can control the proceedings
effectively so that ultimate objective i.e., truth is arrived at. This became more
necessary where the court has reason to believe that the prosecuting agency or the
prosecutor in not acting in the requisite manner. The court cannot afford to be
wishfully or pretend to be blissfully ignorant or oblivious to such serious pitfalls or
dereliction of duty on the part of prosecuting agency. The prosecutor who does not
act fairly and acts more like a counsel for the defence is a liability to the fair judicial
system, and courts could not also play into the hands of such prosecuting agency

4) The sale had to be completed by 20.12.1978 and the balance sale
consideration shall be paid at the time of registration of sale deed;

5)  The vendor had to deliver at the time of registration of the sale deed, her
title deed, NOC & permission for sale from the Government authorities and

other relevant document, if any;

6) If the vendor committed default, she had to pay double the amount of
earnest money to the vendee and if the vendee committed default, the
sum of Rs. 1,00,000/- paid as earnest money would stand forfeited;
