Make a précis of the following passage in about one-third of its length and suggest a
suitable title for it :

Gender equality is, first and foremost, a human rights issue. A woman is entitled to
live in dignity and freedom. Empowering women is indispensable for advancing
development and reducing poverty. Empowered women contribute to the health and
productivity of families and communities and improve prospects for the next
generation. “I measure the progress of a community by the degree of progress which
women have achieved”, said Dr. B. R. Ambedkar.

According to the United Nations, women’s empowerment has five components : their
sense of self-worth; right to determine choices; right to have access to opportunities
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and resources; right to control their own lives, both within and outside the home;
and ability to influence social change to create more just social and economic order.

Gender equality is one of the eight Millennium Development Goals.

In Indian scriptures, women have the same status as men. The word
‘Sahadharmini’, meaning equal partner, was known from the Vedic days. Thus in
ancient days, Indian women enjoyed respect and reverence. They had the right
to select their life partners and the power to take decisions. The Upanishads also
clearly declare that individual souls are neither male nor female. Gradually, this
tradition of gender equality started declining and inequality started creeping in the
society. Almost every country has been ill-treating their women., The patriarchal
society suppressed their freedom. Women were confined to their homes and not
allowed to vote or even put forward their views. In India, social evils against women
like child marriage, Sati, etc., also started. A ray of hope emerged when Raja Ram
Mohan Roy and Ishwar Chandra Vidyasagar raised their voice for women’s rights.
After Gandhiji’'s emergence in the national scene, women like Sarojini Naidu,
Kalpana Dutta, Usha Mehta, etc., became active participants in the Indian freedom
struggle. Certain movements, protests and revolutions that followed thereafter
furthered the cause of women.

Despite a number of progressive measures that followed, discrimination against
women—gender-based violence, economic discrimination, reproductive health
inequities and harmful traditional practices—still remain the most pervasive and
persistent form of inequality. Violence and safety are major threats to women with
domestic violence, rapes, etc., increasing day-by-day. They are also subjected to the
unfair practice of being paid less than the male for the same work.

Education is very important for empowering women with the knowledge, skills and
self-confidence necessary to fully participate in the development process. “You
educate a woman; you educate a generation”, said Brigham Young, the American
religious and political leader. The Universal Declaration of Human Rights asserted
that “everyone has the right to education”. But in most regions of the world, women
receive less formal education than men and their knowledge, abilities and coping
mechanisms often go unrecognized. Despite notable efforts, more than one-third of
world’s adults, mostly women, have no access to printed knowledge, new skills or
technologies that would improve the quality of their lives.

Women’s empowerment is the need of the hour to enable them to speak up for
themselves and to be not a victim of injustice. Empowerment and autonomy of
women and improvement in their political, social, economic and health status are
very important for sustainable development. Full participation and partnership of
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both husband and wife is necessary in reproductive life, in the care and nurturing of
children and management of the household.

Effective mechanisms should be established for women’s equitable participation
and representation at all levels of political process and public life. Emphasis should
be on elimination of all discriminatory practices against women; assisting them in
realizing their rights; improving their ability to earn income beyond traditional
occupations; achieving economic self-reliance and ensuring access to labour market

and social security systems.

There are several organizations advocating for women, promoting legal and policy
reforms, gender-sensitive data collection and supporting projects that improve
women’s health and expand their choices in life. As time progressed, women started
realizing that their life meant much more than just serving in the household. More
and more women started crossing the man-made barriers and made their voices
heard. Gaining voting rights and use of contraceptive pills significantly lifted the
position of women in society. Many suffrage movements campaigned in support of
women’s voting rights. In the US, individuals like Elizabeth Stanton and
organizations like National American Woman Suffrage Association, National
Woman’s Party, etc., played key roles in securing voting rights for women. In the
UK, the Women’s Social and Political Union aggressively campaigned for women’s
suffrage. Kuwait, Qatar, Zaire, Bahrain, Andorra, Central African Republic, etc.,
granted women the right to vote. Movements are presently on, in some countries,
against imposition of dress codes based on religious diktat.

After India’s Independence, women started regaining their lost power. Today women
are everywhere. The country has seen its female Prime Minister and Presidents. It
has many eminent women in almost all walks of life, be it in sports, education, law
enforcement, science and technology or even aviation and defence. At the grassroots
level, there are many female masons, drivers, petrol pump attendants, etc., and
their performance is on par with that of men.

The new age Indian woman, particularly urban woman, is far more empowered,
enjoying significant decision-making powers in household and personal matters.
The decision on whether and when to have a child is now jointly taken by both
husband and wife. Present-day women also enjoy unhindered work life.

Women empowerment cannot be successful if those in the lower rung of society are
left out. To facilitate their empowerment, those already empowered should play an
active role and encourage the former to raise their voices against injustice and

As a number of health and safety related issues are involved with toys, India
has made it mandatory in January 2021 to get the quality certification mark of
ISI’ from the Bureau of Indian Standards (BIS) for sale of toys in the country.
There is a ban on sale of toys in the country without ‘ISI’ mark. Hallmarking of
gold jewellery articles has also been made mandatory in phases from June 16,
2021 onwards in the interest of consumers.

The Department of Consumer Affairs has recently commissioned two country-
wide surveys at the toy outlets and jewellers’ premises, to assess the impact of
both the mandatory orders on trade and industry and to find out instances of
violation of the orders, if any. The surveys inter alia have revealed that—

(i) substandard toys made in China without BIS quality mark are being sold
extensively and at some places, fake BIS licenses have been used;

(i) fake hallmarked jewellery is still in circulation and jewellery articles
manufactured with smuggled gold at illegal manufacturing centres make it
to the retail market with fake hallmarking. The sale price of such articles is
reduced by ¥200 to ¥300 per gram to attract the buyers. Fake
hallmarking also misleads consumers into buying jewellery articles made
of impure gold.

The Government has also been losing substantial tax revenue as a result of
these malpractices.

The NITI Aayog prepared a proposal of Production Linked Incentive (PLI)
Scheme, with the objective to incentivize domestic manufacturers to expand
their production and exports under Make in India Programme. The Cabinet
approved the proposal according to which the Gol has provisioned funds under
PLI Schemes for 13 sectors. Five of them are : Advance Chemistry Cell (ACC)
